Proposition 91. Transportation
Funds -- State of California (Initiative
Constitutional Amendment - Majority
Approval Required)

Fail: 3,062,220 / 41.6% Yes votes
...... 4,293,684 / 58.4% No votes
Prohibits certain motor vehicle fuel
taxes from being retained in General
Fund and delays repayment of such
taxes previously retained. Changes
how and when General Fund borrow-
ing of certain transportation funds is
allowed.

Proposition 92. Community Colleges.
Funding. Governance. Fees -- State
of California (Initiative Constitutional
Amendment and Statute - Majority
Approval Required)

Fail: 3,203,461 / 42.4% Yes votes
...... 4,347,260 / 57.6% No votes
Establishes independent community
college districts and Board of
Governors. Requires minimum fund-
ing for schools and community col-
leges to be calculated separately.
Sets fees at $15/unit and limits future
increases.

Proposition 93. Limits on Legislators'
Terms in Office -- State of California
(Initiative Constitutional Amendment
- Majority Approval Required)

Fail: 3,535,101 / 46.3% Yes votes
...... 4,100,049 / 53.7% No votes
Reduces permissible state legislative
service to 12 years. Allows 12 years'
service in one house.

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South Asian Network &
other Community
Organizations successfully
host a Koreatown housing
legal clinic

On Wednesday, January

23", South Asian Network (SAN),

as a part of the new Koreatown
Tenant’s Defense Network, held
their first “Housing Legal Clinic.” The
clinic is free of charge and comes at
a crucial time for South Asian com-
munity members, as well as many
other low-income residents of
Koreatown. There is currently a
housing crisis in Koreatown. Many
tenants who have lived in their apart-
ment buildings for ten years or more
deal with the fear of being forced out
of their homes. Additionally, many

tenants are experiencing illegal rent
increases, unfair evictions, as well as
live in unhealthy and dangerous con-
ditions. SAN feels it is important to
provide information to tenants
regarding their rights.

Despite the heavy rains on
the night of the clinic, 29 residents
showed up to the SAN Koreatown
Office to seek legal assistance,
including South Asian community
members. Eleven attorneys from the
Legal Aid Foundation of Los
Angeles, Eviction Defense Network,
and other law offices provided infor-
mation to tenants. With volunteer
translators  available  speaking
Bangla, Hindi, Korean, Spanish, and
Urdu, the office was buzzing with
people. Residents seeking assis-
tance completed an initial intake
form and then met individually with
an attorney. Many had questions
regarding unreturned  security
deposits, section eight housing,
harmful living conditions and rent
control. Organizers felt the event
was a great success and look for-
ward to the next few clinics.

The clinic on January 23"
was the first of three clinics planned
for the beginning of this year. We
